Name Tent Activity

Objective: Help Mrs. Wisniewski learn your name!

Directions: 

1. Take a piece of paper and fold it “hamburger bun style”.  You will stand this on your desk so it looks like a tent.

2. On one side write your first and last name.  Write it large enough so you can read it from the front of the room but make sure there is still room to draw around it. 

3. Underneath your name write a sentence about yourself. (Use your favorite hobby, animal, color, unusual talent etc.)  You can also decorate this side if you’d like.
Example: 

Sara Johnson
I like playing soccer.

4. On the other side of the paper or tent transform your name into images.  The more creative the better!  You can draw pictures of objects that sound like your name or part of your name or maybe something that rhymes with your name.  Your pictures should help someone remember your name without actually seeing it so DON’T write your name on this side.  Try just your first name but if you can do your last name too then go for it!

Example 1: Layla 
First Name: Draw a lei (the flowers pieces you wear around your neck in Hawaii) and a person singing “la la la”
